CFLs last up to 10 times longer than 
incandescent bulbs and use 65 to 
80 percent less energy. LED bulbs 
can last up to 25 times longer than 
any comparable light bulb on the 
market, depending on usage.

How many cell phone 
chargers are plugged in 
at your house that do 
not have a cell phone 
attached to the charger 
or are already fully 
charged?

Earn 1 negative 
point for each 
charger that is 
plugged in that 
is not actively 
charging a cell 
phone.

The cell phone charger is charging 
regardless of whether a cell phone 
is attached or if the cell phone is 
fully charged. After the phone is 
fully charged, the charging is only 
wasting energy if there is no phone 
attached to it.

How many blocked 
registers or baseboard 
heaters and radiators are 
in your house?

Earn 1 negative 
point for each 
blocked register, 
heater or radiator.

Registers, baseboard heaters, and 
radiators should be clean and 
unblocked to increase efficiency of 
the heating and cooling system.

How many leaky faucets 
do you have in your 
home?

Earn 1 negative 
point for each 
leaky faucet.

A leaky faucet can waste up to six 
gallons of water a day. When it is a 
hot water faucet, the energy to heat 
the water is also being wasted.

Is your computer left on 
continually throughout 
the day even though no 
one is using it?

Earn 5 negative 
points for each 
computer left on 
when not in use.

Computers consume a considerable 
amount of energy. When not in use, 
they should be turned off. You can 
save even more by unplugging it.

Do you turn off the 
television when you are 
not using it?

Earn 5 negative 
points for each 
television left on 
when not in use.

Television sets can consume up to 
214 watts of power when turned on. 
The wasted energy adds up quickly 
when you are not watching it.
